e Lafuncién principal de la coraza de un soldado romano era proteger

(corazén, pulmones, higado,
intestinos) de los golpes de espadas, lanzas y flechas, previniendo asi
lesiones mortales. En segundo lugar, servia como
para identificar a qué unidad pertenecia el soldado.

o Lasflechas y las espadas rebotaban en la armadura del soldado.

e Aligual que un chaleco antibalas moderno que impide que las balas
penetren en los 6rganos vitales de un soldado o policia.

e De manera similar, la coraza de justicia impide que las acusaciones y
ataques del diablo alcancen tu corazoén.




e Proverbios 4:23 Sobre todas las cosas, guarda tu corazén, porque de
él mana la vida.

La tactica de acusacion de Satanas

e Apocalipsis 12:10 se refiere a Satanas como “el acusador de los
hermanos”, que acusa a los seres humanos dia y noche.

e Satanas y sus secuaces lanzan constantemente flechas de acusacion,
apuntando a las partes vitales de tu vida interior y buscando dafnar y
destruir tu corazoén y tus érganos espirituales vitales.

o Dos ejemplos de las Escrituras:

(1) Satanas acusa a Job (Job 1:9-11)
(2) Satanas acusa a Josué, el sumo sacerdote (Zacarias 3:1-5)

e Pregunta: ;Cual de estas flechas de acusacion ha estado lanzando
Satanas contra tu corazon ultimamente?
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Imperdonable: “jEres una persona horrible que ha cometido pecados
horribles! jTus pecados son imperdonables!”

Sin esperanza: “{No tienes esperanza! |Estas perdido! {No hay nada que
hacer por ti! j Tu situacion no tiene solucién! jNunca cambiaras!”
Indignidad: “jNo eres digno de amor! {No mereces el amor ni el perdon de
Dios! jLas promesas de Dios son para otras personas, no para ti! jDios
siempre esta enojado contigo!”

Hipocresia: “Te llamas cristiano, jpero mira lo que hiciste! jEres una
lamentable excusa de hijo de Dios! jEres un hipdcrita! jEres un farsante! Si
la gente supiera cémo eres en realidad, jte rechazarian!”

Desesperacion: “jLa vida no vale la pena! jNo hay esperanza! jEstas
condenado! jNo hay nada que hacer por til”

Aislamiento: “jEstas solo en esto! {Nadie mas te entiende! {Nadie mas
puede ayudarte! jNo perteneces a ningun lado! jEres una carga!”
Insuficiencia: “jEres un fracaso! jEres demasiado pecador para que Dios
te use!”

Romanos 3:21-25a; 4:4-5

Si confia en sus buenas obras para ser justo ante Dios y entrar al
cielo, jesta perdido! Sin embargo, si deja de intentar ganarse el
cielo con sus propios méritos y acepta el don gratuito de perdén y
justicia que Dios ofrece a través de Jesucristo, entonces es
declarado justo ante Dios y puede ir al cielo.

Ser justificado no significa que haya vivido una vida justa y, por lo
tanto, merezca ser declarado justo. No. Ser justificado significa que
Dios lo ha declarado legalmente en buena posicién ante El (justo) al



acreditar la justicia de su Hijo Jesucristo a su cuenta espiritual
cuando usted cree.

2 Corintios 5:21 — Dios hizo que Jesus, que no conocié pecado, se
hiciera pecado por nosotros, para que en El fuéramos hechos
Justicia de Dios.

Recap

We are living in the middle of a spiritual battle that is waging all around
us in the unseen spiritual realms (Ephesians 6:12). Satan has a battle
plan and schemes that he is using to try to steal, kill, and destroy you
(John 10:10). Are you aware of his schemes (2 Corinthians 2:11)?

In order to stand against the devil’s schemes, you must put on the whole
armor of God (Ephesians 6:10-20).
Many of us are memorizing Ephesians 6:10-20 (two verses per week)

The Function of the Breastplate on a Roman Soldier

A Roman soldier’s breastplate primarily functioned to
(heart, lungs, liver, intestines) from
strikes by swords, spears, and arrows thus preventing fatal injuries.
Secondly it functioned as of who the soldier belonged
to.

Arrows and swords would bounce off of the soldier's body armor.

Similar to a bullet proof vest today that prevents bullets from penetrating
to the vital organs of a soldier or police officer.

Similarly, the breastplate of righteousness prevents the accusation
bullets and arrows of the devil from striking your heart.

Proverbs 4:23 (NLT) — Guard your heart above all else, for it determines
the course of your life.




Satan’s Tactic of Accusation

Revelation 12:10 refers to Satan as “the accuser of the brethren” who

accuses humans day and night.

Satan and his minions are constantly shooting arrows of accusation

aiming for the vital parts of your inner life and seeking to damage and Kkill

your heart and vital spiritual organs.

Two examples from Scripture:

(1) Satan accuses Job (Job 1:9-11)

(2) Satan accuses Joshua the priest (Zechariah 3:1-5)

Question: Which of these arrows of accusation has Satan been shooting

at your heart lately?

O Unforgiveable: “You are a horrible person who has committed horrible sins!
Your sins are beyond forgiving!”

O Hopeless: “You have no hope! You are too far gone! You are beyond
helping! Your situation is beyond help! You will never change!”

O Unworthiness: “You are not worthy of love! You don’t deserve God’s love or
forgiveness! God’s promises are for other people, but not for you! God is
always mad at you!”

O Hypocrisy: “You call yourself a Christian, but look at what you did! You're a
pitiful excuse for a child of God! You’re a hypocrite! You are a fake! If people
knew the real you, they would reject you!”

O Despair: “Life is not worth living! There is no hope! You are doomed! You
are beyond help!”

O Isolated: “You're alone in this! No one else understands! No one else can
help! You don’t belong! You're a burden!”

O Inadequacy: “You are a failure! You are too sinful for God to use!”

How do you protect your heart from all of these arrows of accusation?

How to Put on the Breastplate of Righteousness

1.

Receive the

of Jesus Christ by faith.
Romans 3:21-25a; 4:4-5

= If you are looking to your good deeds to be right before God and to
enter Heaven, then you are doomed! However, if you give up trying
to earn your way to Heaven and accept God'’s free gift of forgiveness
and righteousness through Jesus Christ, then you are declared
righteous (justified) before God and may go to heaven.

= Being justified does not mean that you have lived a righteous life and
therefore deserve to be declared righteous. No. Being justified
means that God has legally declared you in right standing before
Him (righteous) by crediting the righteousness of His Son Jesus
Christ to your spiritual bank account when you believe.

= 2 Corinthians 5:21 — God made Jesus who had no sin to be sin for
us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God.

= The Great Exchange




= 1 Peter 3:18 — Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the
unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in the body but
made alive by the Spirit.

= Application #1 — Have you received the Great Exchange? Have you
repented of your sin and run to the cross for your salvation to have
the righteousness of Christ imputed to your life?

Jesus, | repent of my sins, and | run to the cross! Nothing in my
hands | bring, simply to Your cross | cling for my salvation. | receive
Your complete forgiveness of all of my sins — past, present, and
future. And | receive your righteousness imputed to my spiritual bank
account. | receive and put on Your breastplate of righteousness.
