e Para ser claros: dudar es humano. La fe no es la ausencia de duda; mas bien,
la fe es creer a pesar de las dudas. Pero el objetivo de Satanas es introducir
dudas que se convierten en incredulidad. (Cémo funcionaban las "flechas
encendidas").

e El objetivo principal de Satanas es disminuir la gloria de Dios en toda la tierra.
Satanas esta constantemente intentando reducir los "indices de aprobacion” de
Dios en nuestros corazones. Los dardos encendidos de Satanas estan dirigidos

La funcion del escudo de un soldado romano

Defensivamente, el escudo de un soldado romano lo protegia de las espadas,
lanzas, flechas y dardos encendidos enemigos. Los dardos encendidos eran
especialmente peligrosos porque habian sido sumergidos en alquitran que
propagaba fuego al impactar, pero el escudo romano extinguia el dardo
encendido.

Ofensivamente, el soldado romano usaba el escudo para golpear, empujar y
aturdir a sus oponentes, lo que le permitia crear aberturas para clavar su
espada.

Pero el escudo era mas efectivo cuando se usaba en formacién con otros
soldados romanos. Los camaradas entrelazaban sus escudos por encima y
alrededor para formar un caparazon casi impenetrable (testudo — tortuga).

Dr. Evans: “La fe es actuar como si Dios dijera la verdad. Es basar tus
acciones en la creencia de que lo que Dios dice es verdad. No es
necesariamente sentir que Dios dice la verdad ni simplemente decir que
Dios dice la verdad. La fe es actuar como si Dios dijera la verdad”.

2 Corintios 5:7 — Por fe andamos, no por vista.

Hebreos 11:6— Sin fe es imposible agradar a Dios. ;Y por qué? Porque
quien quiera acercarse a Dios debe creer que El existe y que se preocupa
lo suficiente como para responder a quienes lo buscan.

Proverbios 3:5-6 — Confia en el Sefior con todo tu corazén y no te apoyes
en tu propia prudencia; en todos tus caminos sométete a él, y él
enderezara tus veredas.

Observa que el escudo de la fe es la primera pieza de la armadura en
tiempo presente (Efesios 6:16). Las primeras tres piezas de la armadura
(cinturdn, pectoral, calzado) ya estaban puestas (aoristo en voz media;
accion pasada; Efesios 6:14-15). Pero el escudo de la fe es una pieza de la
armadura que estas tomando (tiempo presente) en tus circunstancias
actuales (“en todas las circunstancias”).

Hebreos 11 es nuestra guia de fe: “Por la fe...”

4. Confia en Dios ;

Caminar en fe no es un deporte en solitario. Nos necesitamos unos
a otros.

e In order to stand against the devil’s schemes, you must put on the whole
armor of God (Ephesians 6:10-20).

Satan’s Tactic of Doubts and Discouragement

e 2 Corinthians 11:3 — But | am afraid that as the serpent deceived Eve
by his cunning, your thoughts will be led astray from a sincere and pure
devotion to Christ.

e Four ways that Satan cast doubts in Genesis 3:1-5
(1) Satan questioned the accuracy of God’s Word

) Satan changed the wording of God’s Word

(3) Satan questioned the truthfulness of God’s Word

) Satan questioned God’s — God’s

goodness and wisdom: “God is trying to keep something good from you.

God doesn’t know what is best for you.”

e To be clear: To doubt is human. Faith is not the absence of doubt; rather,
faith is believing despite doubts. But the goal of Satan is to introduce
doubts that turn into disbelief. (How “flaming arrows” worked.)




Satan’s one main goal is to diminish God’s glory in all the earth. Satan is
constantly attempting to lower God'’s “approval ratings” in our hearts.
Satan’s flaming darts are aimed at what you think and feel about God in

your heart. He wants to entice you to

The Function of a Roman Soldier’s Shield

Defensively, a Roman soldier’s shield protected him from enemy swords,
spears, arrows, and flaming darts. The flaming darts were especially
dangerous because they had been dipped in tar which spread fire on
impact, but the Roman shield would extinguish the flaming dart.
Offensively, the Roman soldier would use the shield to bash, push, and
stun his opponents, allowing him to create openings to jab his sword.
But the shield was most effective when used in formation with other
Roman soldiers. Comrades would interlock their shields above and
around to form a nearly impenetrable shell (testudo — tortoise).

How to Take Up the Shield of Faith

1.

Trust God’s
You cannot trust someone whom you think is fundamentally not good
and whom you think does not have your best interests in mind.
= We tend to get incorrect pictures of God from our earthly parents or
authority figures. We need to unlearn those incorrect images and
renew our minds to what the Bible says about God.
= Psalm 34:8 — Oh, taste and see that the Lord is good!
= Psalm 100:5 — For the Lord is good; His steadfast love endures
forever, and His faithfulness to all generations.
= Psalm 119:68 — You are good and do good.
= Genesis 50:20 (NLT) — You intended to harm me, but God intended
it all for good. He brought me to this position so | could save the lives
of many people.
= Romans 8:28 (NLT) — And we know that God causes everything to
work together for the good of those who love God and are called
according to His purpose for them.
= Cory Asbury: “The story isn’t over if the story isn’t good.” (“My Fathers House)
= Application #1 — | am going to take up my shield of faith by...
O Identifying what false concepts of God’s character that | have
embraced.
O Renewing my mind to what the Bible says about God’s goodness
through Scripture.
O Reading A.W. Tozer’s book “The Knowledge of the Holy” in order
to form Biblical thoughts about God’s attributes.

Trust God’s

= Taking up the shield of faith means bellevmg the Bible to be the fully
true Word of God. It means believing and obeying the Scriptures.

Taking up the shield of faith involves taking God at His Word and

believing that His promises are true for you.

Many of us have no problem believing God’s promises for OTHER

people, but we are hesitant to believe God’s promises are for us!

The absolute safest place to be is the place where you are stepping

out in faith.

Dr Evans: “Faith is acting like God is telling the truth. It is basing your
actions on the belief that what God says is true. It is not necessarily
feeling like God is telling the truth nor just saying that God is telling
the truth. Faith is acting like God is telling the truth.”

2 Corinthians 5:7 — We walk by faith, not by sight.

Hebrews 11:6 (Message) — It’s impossible to please God apart from
faith. And why? Because anyone who wants to approach God must
believe both that He exists and that He cares enough to respond to
those who seek Him.

Proverbs 3:5-6 (NIV) — Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean
not on your own understanding; in all your ways submit to Him, and
He will make your paths straight.

Notice that the shield of faith is the first piece of armor in the present
tense (Ephesians 6:16). The first three pieces of armor (belt,
breastplate, shoes) were already put on (aorist middle; past action;



Ephesians 6:14-15). But the shield of faith is a piece of armor that
you are taking up (present tense) in your current circumstances (“in
all circumstances”).

= Hebrews 11 is our faith guide: “By faith....”

= Application #3 — How is God calling me to trust Him in my current
circumstances? What faith step does He want me to take right now?
What am | trusting God for right now that only God can do?

= Rowland Bingham: “I do not have a great deal of faith, but | have had
a little faith in a great God, and that great God would not let His
causes fail.”

4. Trust God

= Faith walking is not a solo sport. We need each other. We need
community.

= Ecclesiastes 4:9-12 — Two are better than one, because they have
a good reward for their toil. For if they fall, one will lift up his fellow.
But woe to him who is alone when he falls and has not another to lift
him up! A three-fold cord is not quickly broken.

= Rick Warren: “You were formed for God’s family. God wants a family,
and He created you to be a part of it. This is God’s second purpose
for your life, which He planned before you were born. The entire
Bible is the story of God building a family who will love Him, honor
Him, and reign with Him forever.”

= The Roman testudo (“tortoise”).

= Qur faith thrives the most when it is combined with others’ faith. Our
spiritual defenses are strongest when they are combined with other
believers. But this requires intentionality about forming community.
Who are your fellow faith soldiers whom you will combine your faith
shields with?

= Application #4 — | am going to be intentional about placing my faith
shield side by side with others in community by...
O Getting into a small group in my church
O Serving alongside others in my church
O Going on a mission trip with others from my church
