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Lecciones de la Sequnda Profecia de Miqueas

Juicio Inminente (Miqueas 3:1-12)

1. Poder absoluto absolutamente
(Miqueas 3:1-4)
= Los lideres del pueblo de Dios (Jacob) ansiaban poder sin
responsabilidad.
e Estos son gobernantes que conocen la justicia, pero la
rechazan (3:1).
El liderazgo se habia vuelto depredador, no protector.
La autoridad, destinada a pastorear, ahora consume a la gente.
(ref. Ezequiel 34:2-4).
Valoraban la posicion por encima de la justicia, olvidando por
qué ocupaban puestos de liderazgo. (Isaias 10:1-2).
Usaban la autoridad para consumir a la gente.
e Demostraban tanta consideracion por la gente como los
carniceros por los cadaveres.
e Cuando llegue la crisis, Dios no les respondera (3:4).




(Jeremias 22:16).

Marcos 10:43-45: Pero entre ustedes no sera asi. 44Pero el
que quiera hacerse grande entre vosotros sera vuestro
servidor, y el que quiera ser el primero entre vosotros sera
siervo de todos. 45Porque también el que quiera ser grande
entre vosotros sera vuestro siervo, y el que quiera ser el
primero entre vosotros sera siervo de todos. El Hijo del Hombre
no vino para ser servido, sino para servir y para dar su vida en
rescate por muchos.

2. La idolatria a menudo ofrece , pero ¢sa
que precio? (Miqueas 3:5-8)

Los profetas cambiaron la verdad de Dios por una verdad que
estaba en venta.

Los profetas hablan paz cuando reciben un pago (3:5).

No rechazaron la espiritualidad, sino que la monetizaron. « La
verdad profética era impulsada por el apetito, no por la
obediencia. Ellos transmitian mensajes inspirados por la
comodidad, no por la conviccion.

Isaias 30:10 dice a los videntes: «No veais», y a los profetas:
«No nos profeticéis lo recto; decidnos cosas halagadoras,
profetizad ilusiones».

La religion se usaba para controlar a la gente, no para
confrontar el pecado.

Miqueas declara que mientras los falsos profetas eran
impulsados por el hambre (3:5), Miqueas es impulsado por el
Espiritu del Sefor (3:8).

Uno evita la confrontacién mientras que el otro dice la verdad,
incluso cuando cuesta.

Aplicacion #2 ;A qué profetas estas permitiendo que hablen en
tu vida y sistema de creencias hoy? ¢ Te dicen la verdad o
simplemente lo que quieres oir? ;Cuanto tiempo dedicas a
escuchar la palabra de Dios en comparacién con la sabiduria
de otros?

3. Comodidad que lleva a la presuncion en lugar de

(Miqueas 3:9-12)

= El pueblo de Dios habia comenzado a dar por sentado las
bendiciones de Dios y a presumir que eran derechos.

Se nombran lideres, sacerdotes y profetas (3:9)
Todos son corruptos, pero todos se sienten seguros.



Confian en la presencia de Dios como algo dado en lugar de un
regalo (Salmo 78:34-37; Jeremias 7:4-11).

Como resultado...

“Sién sera arada como un campo.” (3:12)

La ciudad que simbolizaba la permanencia, la morada del
Sefior, parecera tierra de cultivo.

El estatus y la posicion no protegen del juicio.

Dios puede y derribara las suposiciones humanas sobre la
seguridad, el poder y la permanencia; lo que parece seguro a
nuestros ojos puede, si vivimos en el orgullo y la presuncién,
ser derribado. (Isaias 1:7; Lamentaciones 2:1-2)

Puedes estar rodeado de lenguaje y practicas religiosas y aun
asi ser dominado por el orgullo.

Aplicacién #3 ; En qué aspectos de mi vida he empezado a dar
por sentado las bendiciones de Dios? En qué aspectos he
dejado que el orgullo se arraigue en mi vida? jArrepiéntete y
entrégale estas cosas al Sefor!

TIMELINE OF MICAH
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Lessons from Micah’s Second Prophecy

Impending Judgment (Micah 3:1-12)

1. Absolute power absolutely (Micah 3:1-4)
= The leaders of Gods people (Jacob) were desiring of power
without responsibility

e These are rulers who know justice but reject it (3:1)

e Leadership had become predatory, not protective

e Authority meant to shepherd now consumes people
(ref. Ezekiel 34:2—4)

e They valued position over justice forgetting why they were in
positions of leadership. (Isaiah 10:1-2)

e They used authority to consume people

e They showed about as much consideration for the people as
butchers do for carcasses.

e When crisis comes, God will not answer them (3:4)

(ref. Jeremiah 22:16)

o Mark 10:43-45 — But it shall not be so among you. But whoever
would be great among you must be your servant, 4 and whoever
would be first among you must be slave of all. 4> For even the
Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his
life as a ransom for many.




e Application #1 Do you pray for the leaders in your life, city,
country? Do you prayerfully elect good leaders when going to
vote? Do you lead sacrificially?

2. ldolatry will often offer , but at what cost?
(Mlcah 3:5-8)
The prophets exchanged the truth of God for a truth that was for
sale

e Prophets speak peace when they are paid (3:5)

e They didn’t reject spirituality—they monetized it.

e Prophetic truth was driven by appetite, not obedience they spoke
messages shaped by comfort, not conviction

e [Isaiah 30:10 who say to the seers, “Do not see,” and to the
prophets, “Do not prophesy to us what is right; speak to
us smooth things, prophesy illusions,
Religion was being used to manage people, not confront sin
Micah declares that while false prophets were being driven
by hunger (3:5) Micah is driven by the Spirit of the Lord (3:8)

e One avoids confrontation while the other speaks truth, even
when it costs

e Application #2 Who are the prophets you are allowing to speak
into your life and belief system today? Are they telling you the
truth or merely what you want to hear? How much time are you
listening to Gods word vs. the wisdom of others?

3. Comfort that leads to presumption instead of
(Micah 3:9-12)
= Gods people had begun to take Gods blessings for granted and
begun to presume they were rights.
e Leaders, priests, and prophets all named (3:9)
e Everyone is corrupt—but everyone feels secure
e They rely on God’s presence as a given instead of a gift (Psalm
78:34-37; Jeremiah 7:4—11)
= Asaresult...
e “Zion shall be plowed as a field.” (3:12)
e The city that symbolized permanence, the dwelling place of the
Lord will look like farmland
e status and position do not protect from judgment
e God can and will overturn human assumptions about safety,
power, and permanence—what seems secure in our eyes can
be plowed under if we are living in pride and presumption.
(Isaiah 1:7; Lamentations 2:1-2)
e You can be surrounded by religious language and practice and
still be hijacked by pride.




e Application #3 Where have | begun to take Gods blessings for
granted in my life? Where have | begun to allow pride to take
root in my life? Repent and surrender these areas to the Lord!

Coming Promise (Micah 4)

4. Live today for your King and His (Micah
4:1-8)
= Micah describes the Millennial Kingdom and this is an
invitation to prepare and live for Christs Kingdom today!
1. A Lifted Mountain (4:1-2)
e Commit to God'’s rule over all nations

e Commit to learning from God, not human domination

e Commit to God’s word going out, not exploitation
(Isaiah 2:2—-3; Psalm 72:8)

2. A Peaceful King (4:3-4)
e Commit to turning weapons into tools for life

e Commit to a life free of fear

e Commit to every person living under their own vine and fig
tree

3. A Shepherd-King (4:6-8)
e Commit to gathering the lame

e Commit to restoring the outcast

e Commit to the Lords reign forever as the better King
(Ezekiel 34:23—24; Revelation 21:1-4)

Thank You for dying on the cross for my sins and for rising from
the dead. By faith, | invite You into my life to forgive me of my
sins, to give me eternal life, and to live Your Micah 6:8 life in me
and through me.
