1. Para desempacar nuestro llamado primero debemos

conocer el Evangelio

e Mateo 28: 16-20 “Pero los once discipulos se fueron a Galilea, al
monte que Jesus les habia sefialado, 17 y cuando lo vieron, lo
adoraron. Pero algunos dudaban. 18 Jesus se acercé y les dijo:
«Toda autoridad me ha sido dada en el cielo y en la tierra. 19 Por
tanto, vayan y hagan discipulos en todas las naciones, y
bauticenlos en el nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y del Espiritu
Santo. 20 Enséfienles a cumplir todas las cosas que les he
mandado. Y yo estaré con ustedes todos los dias, hasta el fin del
mundo.”

e "vayan" en el griego es: “poreud” un verbo que significa: llevar
acabo, transferir, continuar el viaje, seguir a uno, convertirse en su
adherente

¢ Nuestra llamado entonces es continuar lo que Cristo habia hecho
con los doce discipulos originales y emularlo o duplicarlo con
todos las naciones. En corto jcompartir el Evangelio!

e Otra manera de formular la pregunta de ¢4 cual es nuestro llamado?
es: ¢Qué es el Evangelio?

e Algunas respuestas comunes para definir el Evangelio son:

o

Justificacion por la fe — la "buena noticia" es que no tienes
que ganar salvacion.

Salvacion personal — la buena noticia es que puedes ser
salvo y escapar al castigo y el infierno(invitando a Jesus en tu
corazon").

Ir al cielo — Aqui, la buena noticia es que tu alma puede ir al
cielo cuando mueras.




El problema es que ninguna de estas definiciones abarcan el uso

de los autores del Nuevo Testamento.

Galatas 3:8 “Y la Escritura, al prever que Dios habria de justificar

por la fe a los no judios, dio de antemano el evangelio a Abrahan,

cuando dijo: «En ti seran benditas todas las naciones.."

o Este evangelio es una salvacién mas que individual.

Marcos 14:9 "De cierto les digo que en cualquier parte del mundo

donde este evangelio sea proclamado, también se contara lo que

esta mujer ha hecho, y asi sera recordada.”

o Jesus parece pensar que su historia sera proclamada
dondequiera que se predique el Evangelio. Aqui el término
"evangelio" parece estar relacionado con el Ministerio total de
Jesus y su programa para renovar el mundo.

Lucas 9:1-6 “Jesus reuni6 a sus doce discipulos y, después de

darles poder y autoridad para expulsar a todos los demonios, y

para sanar enfermedades, los envié a predicar el reino de Dios y a

sanar a los enfermos. Les dijo: No lleven nada para el camino. Ni

bastén, ni mochila, ni pan, ni dinero, ni dos tunicas. En cualquier
casa donde entren, quédense alli hasta que salgan. Si en alguna
ciudad no los reciben bien, salgan de alli y sactidanse el polvo de

los pies, como un testimonio contra ellos. Los discipulos salieron y

fueron por todas las aldeas, y por todas partes anunciaban el

evangelio y sanaban enfermos."

o En este pasaje, los discipulos deben predicar el Evangelio,
pero ellos no predican la justificacidon por la fe. No predican
salvacion personal. Y, sélo para anadir una chispa de la
controversia, jno predican sobre la muerte y resurreccion de
Jesus! Predicaron un mensaje del Reino de Dios influyendo su
situacién actual y demostraron el Reino que venia sanando a
la gente y expulsando demonios. Esto es un mensaje sobre el
Reino de Dios, y Jesus lo llama "el Evangelio".

Galatas 2:11 “Pero cuando Pedro vino a Antioquia, me enfrenté a

él cara a cara, porque lo que hacia era reprochable.... [su]

conducta no estaba conforme con la verdad del Evangelio.”

o Este es un pasaje fascinante porque Pablo tuvo que reprender
a Pedro porque olvidé el Evangelio. Ahora, ¢Qué fue lo que
olvido Pedro? ¢ Olvido que Jesus salva a la gente
personalmente? ¢ Se olvidé que Jesus murié por nuestros
pecados? No, en realidad olvidé que el Reino de Dios esta
destinado a salir a todas las Naciones y que retirarse de la
comunion con los Gentiles era equivalente a negar el
Evangelio.

Hemos visto que algunas de las definiciones anteriores del
evangelio no funcionan solas con la manera en que el nuevo
testamento utiliza la palabra "evangelio". ; Qué seria una mejor



definicion del Evangelio? El Evangelio se descrito en el nuevo
testamento es un mensaje sobre el Reino de Dios. Es un mensaje
acerca de como Dios esta restableciendo su gobierno perfecto
sobre el cosmos y reconciliando al mundo a través de si mismo
derrotando a sus enemigos y revertiendo los efectos de la caida
del mundo a través de la vida, muerte, resurreccién y ascension
de su hijo, El Rey Jesus.

e Si, lajustificacién por fe es cierto. Si, Jesus salva a personas, y si
es bueno que no tenemos que ser condenado cuando morimos.
Si, el Evangelio es la muerte y resurreccion de Jesus. Siy Amén a
todas estas cosas. Sin embargo, estos deben ser conjuntos al mas
grande mensaje del Evangelio para hacer sentido y realmente
predicar el evangelio como lo que hace la Biblia.

e A menudo nos preguntamos por qué alguien que dice ser discipulo
de Jesus puede separar tan facilmente su vida "espiritual" de su
vida “secular”.

e Es porque hemos predicado un evangelio que trata simplemente
de la salvacién personal, asi que una vez que alguien se "salvd",
no hay mucho mas que pensar. "Oraron la oracion", y ahora es
una "mision cumplida”. Sin embargo, si nos dimos cuenta de que
el evangelio no es sélo se trata de nuestra vida "espiritual" sino de
que Cristo es Redentor de todo lo que ha ido mal en el universo,
rompe esta brecha sagrado/secular.

e Jesus no es sélo el "Sefior de tu corazén". El es el Sefior del
universo. El es el Sefior sobre tus finanzas. El es el Sefior sobre tu
vida sexual. El es el Sefior sobre tu matrimonio. El es el Sefior
sobre tu aficiones. El es el Sefior sobre tus hijos. El es el Sefior
sobre las tortugas y chocolate y electricidad y todo lo que existe!

e Mateo 25:14-30 Jesus nos da una parabola que nos da una
perspectiva en como debemos de vivir el evangelio.

1. In order to unpack our calling we must first know the
gospel

o Matthew 28:16-20 “Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to
the mountain to which Jesus had directed them. And when they
saw him, they worshiped him, but some doubted. And Jesus came
and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been
given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | have commanded
you. And behold, | am with you always, to the end of the age.”

e “Go” in the Greek is: poreub a verb which means: to carry over,
transfer, to continue one’s journey, to follow one, become his
adherent

e  Our calling then is to continue what Christ had done with the
original 12 disciples and emulate or duplicate it with all people
groups. In short to share the gospel!

e Another way we could ask the question of “What is our calling?”
then is: What is the gospel?

e Some common answers given to define the gospel are:

o Justification by faith — In this definition, the “good news” is
that you don’t have to earn salvation.

o Personal salvation — In this definition, the good news is that
you personally can be saved and escape punishment (usually
by “inviting Jesus into your heart”).

o Going to Heaven — Here, the good news is that your soul can
go to heaven when you die.




None of these definitions however fully encompass the New

Testament author’s usage.

Galatians 3:8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify

the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham,

saying, “In you shall all the nations be blessed.”

o This gospel is more than just individual salvation.

Mark 14:9 “And truly, | say to you, wherever the gospel is

proclaimed in the whole world, what she has done will be told in

memory of her.”

o Jesus seems to think that her story will be proclaimed
wherever the gospel is preached. Here the term “gospel”
seems to be related to the entire ministry of Jesus and His
program to renew the world.

Luke 9:6 “And he called the twelve together and gave them power

and authority over all demons and to cure diseases, and he sent

them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to heal. And he said
to them, “Take nothing for your journey, no staff, nor bag, nor
bread, nor money; and do not have two tunics. And whatever
house you enter, stay there, and from there depart. And wherever
they do not receive you, when you leave that town shake off the
dust from your feet as a testimony against them.” And they
departed and went through the villages, preaching the gospel and
healing everywhere.”

o Inthis passage, the disciples must preach the gospel, yet they
didn’t preach justification by faith. They didn’t preach personal
salvation. And, just to add a spark of controversy, the didn’t
even preach about Jesus’ death and resurrection! They
preached a message of the kingdom of God breaking into their
current situation and demonstrated the kingdom coming by
healing people and casting out demons. This is a message
about the kingdom of God, and Jesus calls it “the gospel.”

Galatians 2:11 “But when Cephas [Peter] came to Antioch, |

opposed him to his face, because he stood condemned . . . [his]

conduct was not in step with the truth of the gospel.”

o This is a fascinating passage because Paul had to rebuke
Peter because he forgot the gospel. Now, what did Peter
forget? Did he forget that Jesus saves people personally? Did
he forget that Jesus died for our sins? No, he actually forgot
that God’s kingdom is meant to go forth to all nations and that
withdrawing from fellowship with Gentiles was tantamount to
denying the gospel.

We have seen some of the definitions above don’t work alone with

the way the New Testament uses the word “gospel.” So what is a

better definition of the gospel? The way the gospel is described in

the New Testament is a message about the kingdom of God. It is a

message about how God is reestablishing His perfect rule



(kingdom) over the cosmos and reconciling the world through
Himself by defeating His enemies and reversing the effects of the
fall through the life, death, resurrection and ascension of His Son,
King Jesus.

Yes, justification by faith is true. Yes, Jesus saves individuals, and
yes it is good that we don’t have to be condemned when we die.

Yes, the gospel is absolutely the death, burial and resurrection of
Jesus. Yes, and amen to all these things! However, these must be

related to the larger gospel message to make any sense and to
truly preach the gospel the way the Bible does.
¢ We often wonder why someone who claims to be a disciple of

Jesus can so easily separate their “spiritual” life from their “secular”

life.

e |tis because we have preached a gospel that deals merely with
personal salvation, so once someone is “saved,” there is not much
else to think about. They “prayed the prayer,” and now it is
“mission accomplished.” Yet, if we realized that the gospel is not
just about our “spiritual” lives but about Christ redeeming

everything that has gone wrong in the universe, it breaks down this

sacred/secular divide.

e Jesus isn'tjust the “Lord of your heart.” He is the Lord of the
universe. He is the Lord over your finances. He is the Lord over
your sex life. He is the Lord over your marriage. He is the Lord
over your hobbies. He is the Lord over your kids. He is the Lord

over turtles, and chocolate, and electricity, and quasars, and grass,

and everything that exists!

o Matthew 25:14-30 Jesus gives us a parable that gives tremendous

insight into how we should be living out the gospel.
