La Enseñanza Católica sobre la Autoridad 
• Concilio Vaticano I (1870): «Pedro, Príncipe y Príncipe de los Apóstoles, 

columna de la fe y fundamento de la Iglesia Católica, recibió las llaves del 
reino de nuestro Señor Jesucristo, Salvador y Redentor de la humanidad, y 
vive, preside y juzga, hasta hoy y siempre, en sus sucesores, los Obispos de 
la Santa Sede de Roma, fundada por él y consagrada con su sangre. Por lo 
tanto, quien sucede a Pedro en esta Sede, por institución de Cristo mismo, 
obtiene el primado de Pedro sobre toda la Iglesia. El Romano Pontífice posee 
el primado sobre todo el mundo, y ese Romano Pontífice es el sucesor del 
Beato Pedro, Príncipe de los Apóstoles, y es verdadero Vicario de Cristo, 
Cabeza de toda la Iglesia, Padre y Maestro de todos los cristianos; y que en el 
Beato Pedro le fue dado pleno poder para alimentar, regir y gobernar la Iglesia 
Universal por Jesucristo nuestro Señor».  

• Concilio Vaticano II: “El Señor hizo solo a Pedro la roca fundacional y el 
poseedor de las llaves de la Iglesia (cf. Mt 16,18.19) y lo constituyó pastor de 
todo su rebaño (cf. Jn 21,15ss.)”. 

• Concilio Vaticano II: “El Pontífice Romano goza de esta infalibilidad en virtud 
de su oficio cuando, como pastor supremo y maestro de todos los fieles, 
proclama con decisión absoluta una doctrina relativa a la fe o la moral. Por 
ello, sus definiciones se consideran irreformables por su propia naturaleza y 
no por el asentimiento de la Iglesia, pues fueron formuladas con la asistencia 
del Espíritu Santo que le fue prometido en la persona del mismo 
bienaventurado Pedro; y, en consecuencia, no necesitan en absoluto la 
aprobación de otros ni admiten apelación ante ningún otro tribunal.

_____________________ de una persona hacia Jesús como Mesías e Hijo de 
Dios, no hacia Pedro: “Tú eres Petros (masculino, Pedro) y sobre esta petra 
(femenino, roca) edificaré mi iglesia”. 

3. Efesios 2:20 afirma que la iglesia está “edificada sobre el fundamento de los 
apóstoles y profetas (no de Pedro), siendo la principal piedra del ángulo Cristo 
Jesús mismo”. 

4. Colosenses 1:17-18 deja claro que _________________________ es la 
cabeza de la iglesia. 

5. El uso de “llaves” en Mateo 16:19 parece referirse a la capacidad de permitir 
que las personas entren al cielo al compartirles el mensaje del evangelio.  

6. Si hay alguna duda sobre si Jesús estaba hablando sólo a Pedro en Mateo

Algunas reflexiones sobre Juan 21:15-17 
1. Este pasaje parece ser principalmente un relato de la restauración de Pedro 

por parte de Jesús tras sus tres negaciones. Así pues, Jesús repite tres veces 
la pregunta "¿Me amas?" y el mandato "Apacienta mis ovejas". 

2. Otros pasajes bíblicos dan el mismo mandato de pastorear las ovejas a otras 
personas además de Pedro (Hechos 20:28; 1 Pedro 5:1-4).

Toda la Escritura es inspirada por Dios y útil para enseñar, para reprender, 
para corregir y para instruir en la justicia, a fin de que el hombre de Dios esté 
enteramente capacitado para toda buena obra.
