o Carthage, Roman Empire. 5,000 people dying per day in Rome
alone.

Julian, Emperor of Rome, Letter to Pagan High Priests- “The impious
Galileans [Christians] support not only their own poor, but ours as
welll Everyone can see that our own people lack aid from us, while
the Christians take care of them.”

e Hurricane Katrina (2005)
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80% of New Orleans was underwater.

FEMA was overwhelmed. 1.5 million displaced.

In Mississippi alone, faith-based organizations operated 53% of all
emergency shelters.

The Southern Baptists Church provided 300,000 meals a day,
eventually giving out 53 million total meals.

Roy Hattersley, The Guardian - "Notable by their absence are
teams from rationalist societies, free thinkers' clubs and atheists'
associations - the sort of people who not only scoff at religion's
intellectual absurdity but also regard it as a positive force for evil.
Good works, John Wesley insisted, are no guarantee of a place in
heaven. But they are most likely to be performed by people who
believe that heaven exists...Yet men and women who, like me,
cannot accept the mysteries and the miracles do not go out with the
Salvation Army at night...The only possible conclusion is that faith
comes with a packet of moral imperatives that, while they do not
condition the attitude of all believers, influence enough of them to
make them morally superior to atheists like me.”
