• Jesús nos lo demostró – Juan 5:19-20 
• Jesús observaba dónde estaba obrando el Padre y se unió a Él. 
• ¡Nuestra tarea es observar dónde está obrando Dios y unirnos a 

Él! 
• Henry Blackaby: “La pregunta ‘¿Cuál es la voluntad de Dios para mi 

vida?’ NO es la pregunta correcta. La pregunta correcta es ‘¿Cuál es 
la voluntad de Dios (y punto)’? Una vez que conozco la voluntad de 
Dios, puedo ajustar mi vida a Él. Una vez que sé lo que Dios está 
haciendo, sé lo que debo hacer. ¡El enfoque debe estar en DIOS, no 
en mi vida!” 

• Rick Warren: “No se trata de ti. El propósito de tu vida es mucho 
mayor que tu propia realización personal, tu paz mental o incluso tu 
felicidad. Es mucho mayor que tu familia, tu carrera o incluso tus 
sueños y ambiciones más ambiciosas. Si quieres saber por qué fuiste 
puesto en este planeta, debes empezar por Dios. Naciste por su 
propósito y para su propósito. 

• Claude King: “Siempre le pedimos a Dios un plan detallado. Decimos: 
‘Señor, si tan solo pudieras decirme hacia dónde voy, entonces podría 
fijar mi rumbo y seguir adelante’. Dios dice: ‘No es necesario. Lo que 
necesitas hacer es seguirme un día a la vez’. Jesús dijo: ‘Yo soy el 
camino’. Si sigo a Jesús un día a la vez, entonces estaré en el centro 
de la voluntad de Dios para mi vida”.

1. Dios obrando: Dios siempre está obrando a tu alrededor. 
2. Relación: Dios busca una relación de amor continua contigo, real y 

personal. 
3. Invitación: Dios te invita a involucrarte con Él en su obra. 
4. Dios habla: Dios habla por el Espíritu Santo a través de la Biblia, la 

oración, las circunstancias y la iglesia para revelarse a Sí mismo, sus 
propósitos y sus caminos. 

5. ______________________________: La invitación de Dios para que 
trabajes con Él siempre te lleva a una crisis de fe que requiere fe y 
acción. 

6. Adaptación: Debes hacer ajustes importantes en tu vida para unirte a 
Dios en lo que Él está haciendo. 

7. Obediencia y experiencia: Llegas a conocer a Dios por experiencia 
al obedecerlo y al realizar Su obra a través de ti.

Dios Habla  
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1. Dios obrando: Dios ya estaba obrando alrededor de Moisés al 
escuchar el llanto de los israelitas, al salvarlo siendo bebé, al criarlo 
en la casa del faraón y al llevarlo al desierto. 

2. Relación: Dios buscó una relación de amor continua con Moisés, real 
y personal. 

3. Invitación: Dios invitó a Moisés a involucrarse con Él en su obra de 
liberación de los israelitas. Dios captó su atención mediante una zarza 
ardiente en el monte Sinaí. 

4. Dios habla: Dios le habló a Moisés a través de la zarza ardiente para 
revelarse a sí mismo, sus propósitos y sus caminos. Dios le reveló su 
nombre y su plan para liberar a los israelitas. 

5. Crisis de fe: La invitación de Dios a Moisés para trabajar con Él 
condujo a una crisis de fe que requirió fe y acción. Moisés tuvo que 
decidir si obedecía lo que Dios le decía a través de la zarza ardiente.  

6. Adaptación – Moisés tuvo que hacer grandes cambios en su vida 
para unirse a Dios en la obra que Él realizaba. Moisés tuvo que dejar 
la comodidad de vivir con su suegro en Madián y arriesgarse a 
regresar a Egipto y enfrentarse al faraón. 

7. Obediencia y experiencia – Moisés llegó a conocer a Dios por 
experiencia al obedecerlo y al cumplir su obra mediante el envío de 
las diez plagas, la derrota de Egipto y la liberación del pueblo judío.

• This was modeled for us by Jesus – John 5:19-20 
• Jesus watched to see where the Father was at work and joined Him. 
• Our job is to watch to see where God is working and join Him! 
• Henry Blackaby: “The question, ‘What is God’s will for my life?’ is NOT 

the right question. The right question is, “What is God’s will (period)?’ 
Once I know God’s will, then I can adjust my life to Him. Once I know 
what God is doing, then I know what I need to do. The focus needs to be 
on GOD, not my life!” 

• Rick Warren: “It’s not about you. The purpose of your life is far greater 
than your own personal fulfillment, your peace of mind, or even your 
happiness. It’s far greater than your family, your career, or even your 
wildest dreams and ambitions. If you want to know why you were placed 
on this planet, you must begin with God. You were born by His purpose 
and for His purpose.” 

• Claude King: “We are always asking God for a detailed road map. We 
say, ‘Lord, if You could just tell me where I am heading, then I will be 
able to set my course and go.’ God says, ‘You don’t need to. What you 
need to do is follow Me one day at a time.’ Jesus said, ‘I am the way.’ If I 
follow Jesus one day at a time, then I will be right in the center of God’s 
will for my life.” 

• We experience God as we watch for what He is doing and then obey 
and join Him.

Seven Realities of Experiencing God 
1. God at work – God is always at work around you. 
2. Relationship – God pursues a continuing love relationship with 

you that is real and personal. 
3. Invitation – God invites you to become involved with Him in His 

work. 
4. God speaks – God speaks by the Holy Spirit through the Bible, 

prayer, circumstances, and the church to reveal Himself, His 
purposes, and His ways. 

5. ______________________________ – God’s invitation for you to 
work with Him always leads you to a crisis of belief that requires 
faith and action. 

6. Adjust – You must make major adjustments in your life to join 
God in what He is doing. 

7. Obey and experience – You come to know God by experience as 
you obey Him and as He accomplishes His work through you. 

 
 
How Moses Experienced God (Book of Exodus) 
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How Moses Experienced God (Book of Exodus) 
 



1. God at work – God was already at work around Moses by hearing the 
cries of the Israelites, saving Moses as a baby, raising Moses in 
Pharaoh’s household, and taking Moses into the wilderness. 

2. Relationship – God pursued a continuing love relationship with Moses 
that was real and personal. 

3. Invitation – God invited Moses to become involved with Him in His work 
of setting the Israelites free. God got Moses’ attention through a burning 
bush on Mt. Sinai. 

4. God speaks – God spoke to Moses through the burning bush to reveal 
Himself, His purposes, and His ways. God revealed His name to Moses. 
God revealed His plan to Moses for setting the Israelites free. 

5. Crisis of belief – God’s invitation for Moses to work with Him led to a 
crisis of belief that required faith and action. Moses had to decide 
whether to obey what God told him through the burning bush. 

6. Adjust – Moses had to make major adjustments in his life to join God in 
what He was doing. Moses had to leave the comfort of living with his 
father-in-law in Midian, and he had to risk going back to Egypt and 
confronting Pharaoh. 

7. Obey and experience – Moses came to know God by experience as he 
obeyed God and as God accomplished His work through Moses sending 
the 10 plagues, defeating Egypt, and setting the Jewish people free.
