El término epidiorteo “puesto en orden” es un término médico; se
aplicé para colocar un miembro torcido.

o Warren Wiersbe: “Tito no era el dictador espiritual de la isla, pero
era el representante apostolico oficial de Pablo con autoridad para
trabajar. La politica de Pablo habia sido ordenar ancianos en las
iglesias que habia establecido (Hechos 14:23), pero no habia
podido permanecer en Creta el tiempo suficiente para realizar
esta tarea.

e En el capitulo uno de la carta de Pablo a Tito, él llama a Tito a
hacer dos cosas para poner en orden la iglesia “quebrantada” en
Creta.

1) Identificar, levantar, modelar y ordenar lideres piadosos
calificados. (1:5-9)
2) Silenciar a los falsos maestros. (1:9 - 2:1)

e Las calificaciones enumeradas en Tito para un buen lider también
se analizan en 1 Timoteo 3:2-3. El hecho de que estos estandares
se aplicaran a los cristianos tanto en Creta como en Efeso
demuestra que las calificaciones de Dios para los lideres no
fluctuan. Estos estandares se aplican universalmente.

Tim Chester: “El partido de la circuncision dijo: Te conviertes en
cristiano por la fe en Cristo, pero para seguir siendo cristiano, o
crecer como cristiano, o ser un buen cristiano o un verdadero
cristiano, necesitas estar circuncidado. Querian someter a los
cristianos gentiles a la ley judia o a algun tipo de codigo de
conducta humano”.

What needs to be “Set in Order” in Your Church and Life

oday'? (Titus 1:5)

The term “set in order” epidiorthoo is a medical term; it was
applied to the setting of a crooked limb.
Warren Wiersbe: “Titus was not the spiritual dictator of the island,
but he was Paul’s official apostolic representative with authority to
work. It had been Paul’s policy to ordain elders in the churches he
had established (Acts 14:23), but he had not been able to stay in
Crete long enough to accomplish this task.
In chapter one of Paul’s letter to Titus he calls Titus to two things to
set the “broken” church in Crete back in order.

1) Identify, raise up, model for and ordain qualified Godly

leaders. (1:5-9)

2) Silence false teachers. (1:9 - 2:1)
The qualifications listed in Titus for a good leader are discussed in
1 Timothy 3:2-3 as well. The fact that these standards applied to
Christians in both Crete and Ephesus proves that Gods
qualifications for leaders doesn’t fluctuate. These standards apply
universally.

= Warren Wiersbe: “The great tragedy was that they deceived
people by their false doctrines. They claimed to be teaching truth,
but they were peddlers of error. Because they themselves were
deceived by Satan, they deceived others.

= Tim Chester: “The circumcision party said: You become a Christian
by faith in Christ, but to stay a Christian, or to grow as a Christian,
or to be a good Christian or a proper Christian, you need to be
circumcised. They wanted to make Gentile Christians subject to
the Jewish law or some kind of human code of conduct.”

»  We are called to rebuke false teachers both in (vv9,13)

= Jim Leggett “The purpose of rebuking these people is so “that they
may be sound in the faith” (v.13). The purpose is not to win an
argument but to help them live in the truth.”

= Matthew 7:5 — First take the log out of your own eye, and then you
will see clearly to take the speck out of your brother’s eye.

= How do we rebuke false teachers or false teaching? Sound
Doctrine!

= John 17:17 Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth.

Video transcript: “The most repeated question by Jesus during
his ministry was this. Have you never read. Have you never read.
Underneath that simple question is a life altering implication. You
should read the word of God. That's why Jesus also says, man
does not live on bread alone, but on every word that proceeds from
the mouth of God. (Mt. 4.4) Jesus knows that there is a spiritual
hunger inside of every human heart that can only be satisfied by
consuming the words of God. Christian, give yourself to the word
of God. The Word of God is a rock, strong and steady. (Ps. 61:2) It
doesn't budge, break or crumble under pressure. It's an anchor in
the storm keeping us calm when everything around us is chaotic. (2
Timothy 3:14-17) The word of God is a mirror showing us who we
really are. You don't just read the word of God, it reads you. (James
1:23-27) It's a treasure, beautiful in every dimension and worth every
effort of discovery. (Ps. 119:27) It brings endless joy and eternal
riches to all who find it. It's a fire spreading across the world to
bring heat and light (Jer. 20:8-9) It's a river and bringing life and
power to everything it touches. The word of God is a seed planted
deep inside of our hearts, producing the fruit of holiness and
righteousness. (1 Peter 1:23) The word of God is a sword dividing
true and false, right and wrong, good and evil. (Heb. 4:12) It's a
hammer crushing what needs to be crushed and breaking what
needs to be broken. It's a lamp to our feet and a light to show us
our path. (ps. 119:105) So let the voice of God be the first, the last,
and the loudest voice in your ear today, tomorrow, and for the rest
of your life! Give yourself to the word of God!

James 1:22-25 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only,
deceiving yourselves. 23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and
not a doer, he is like a man who looks intently at his natural face in
a mirror. 24 For he looks at himself and goes away and at once
forgets what he was like. ?° But the one who looks into the perfect
law, the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who
forgets but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his doing.

2 Timothy 3:14-17 4 But as for you, continue in what you have
learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned
it ' and how from childhood you have been acquainted with the
sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation
through faith in Christ Jesus. ¢ All Scripture is breathed out by God
and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for
training in righteousness, '7 that the man of God may be

complete, equipped for every good work.
